Completed applications must be in by Monday, January 13, 2014 to the Chicod PTA email address: chicodpta@gmail.com or placed in the PTA mailbox in the office.  Recipients will be announced the following week.  The projects are to be implemented from January 2014 through May 2014.  
All applications will need to be reviewed by the principal to ensure there are no other funding options available. Please take care of that prior to submission to the PTA.
We are asking that applications be sent in via email because it is more cost effective and easier to share with those who will be voting on them, but a hard copy is perfectly fine if that’s easier.
FAQ
· What are minigrants?

Minigrants are cash awards to teachers for innovative and creative classroom projects.  They are awarded on a competitive basis for special and worthy projects, which show promise of benefiting students.
· Who selects the minigrant recipients?

The Chicod PTA Minigrant Selection Committee selects the minigrants to be funded. The committee is made up of the PTA President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, Principal, and at least one other parent.
· Who provides minigrant funding?

The Chicod PTA funds the minigrants through monies raised through membership fees and fundraisers like coupon books and cookie dough sales.
· What do the selection committees consider?

Selection committees evaluate each proposal for its innovative educational nature, realistic goals, reasonable budget, and activities, which include direct involvement of students.  Project allocations may be for materials, equipment, and other items necessary to carry out the proposed projects.  Specialized educational trips are considered only if they are an integral part of a proposed innovative activity.  No personal honoraria to the applicants are considered. Any projects requiring the permanent use of or changes to the grounds or buildings must also have approval of the Associate Superintendent for Operational Services.

· What are the responsibilities of the grant recipients?

Grant recipients are expected to keep simple records of funds spent and submit this record on an evaluation form to be returned to the PTA by early June.  Additionally, a committee of Minigrant Advisory Committee members may visit the project on a date specified by the grant recipient.
